> REGISTRATION FEES: 700.00 USD per team of 6 or more members (1,400.00 USD
total for both teams) / 350.00 USD per team of 5 or less members (700.00 USD for both
teams).

> PAYMENT DUE DATE: Eriday, February 27. Information about payment procedures will

be sent to confirmed schools.
