| will educate my child in the importance of treating the other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect
regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.

| will promote the emotional and physical well being of the student athletes ahead of any personal desire | may have
for my child to win.

I will not encourage any behaviors or practices that could endanger the health and well being of the student athletes.
I (and my guests) will be positive role models for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and
courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice, or

sporting event.

| (and my guests) will not engage in unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, student-athlete, parent or
spectator such as booing or taunting, refusing to shake hands, or using profane language or gestures.

| will not take any noisemakers to my child’s games.
| will educate my guest of this code of conduct and they need to abide by all of the rules.

I understand that any violation of this code of conduct will be cause for immediate dismissal (initially) from the
athletic venue. This could be followed by a suspension or a ban from future athletic events.
